Genito-urinary medicine (GUM) clinics, also known as Sexual health clinics, provide tests for sexually transmitted infections such as: -

	· Chlamydia, 

· Genital Warts 

· Gonorrhoea
	· Syphilis

· Herpes

· HIV


Confidentiality is a fundamental component of working in the clinic. Our staff are professionally trained in dealing with all sexual health problems and providing advice, education and information to patients, their family/friends and outside agencies. 

Young people are very welcome to attend our clinic, it is not necessary to bring a parent or adult with you, but it can be helpful if you are under 16 yrs old. We do not routinely disclose your visit to a parent or your GP.

How to access this service

Getting an appointment

There are two ways to make an appointment:

· Contact the clinic directly on 028 9063 4050.  The receptionist may give you an appointment or arrange for you to speak to a nurse.
· Talk to your GP  - they can make a referral and get an appointment for you

Your appointment will either be with one of the clinic Doctors or with a Specialist Nurse.

It would be helpful if you did not pass urine for 2 hours (male) and 1 hour (female) before coming to your appointment.
